  While we in the United 
States  are beginning to realize 
just how serious the virus is, 
those in countries where ICP 
has offices are still having their 
problems as well. 
  In the Philippines: We have 
received funds to buy rice for 
children who live near the ICP 
office. There are hundreds of 
children. The city government 
has given some families 5 kilos 
of rice, 2 cans of sardines and 
2 pks of noodles. They have 
received no other government 
help. Jeremiah’s goal is to 
supply 100 bags of rice for the 
children. The price of one 110 
pound bag is about $38.00. We 
are praying for an additional 

$2,500 to buy the 100 bags.

  The children of the 
Philippines will enjoy 
Character Code for Life 
lesson cards now being 
assembled into eighteen 
lesson sets. These cards 
are for children in school 
grades 1—3. The children 
will also be given a 
student journal in which 
they will keep notes of 
their lessons. 
  These cards were 
printed in the USA and 
shipped in the container 
to the Philippines.

  Time to unload the container! These police 
officers came at the request of Jeremiah Abay, ICP 
Director in the Philippines, to get the job done. 
  The container was packed with hymnals, Bibles, 
pillow case dresses and many other goods intended 
for the humanitarian ministry of ICP. Also included 
were thousands of Character Code for Life books 
for children. These books, translated by Jeremiah 
and printed in the ICP printshop in Texarkana, will 
be distributed to churches for use in Sunday school 
and in teaching ministries in government schools.
  Thanks to Joel Meredith and our sending church, 
Calvary Baptist Church, Hamburg, Arkansas for 
their support of this project to help the children of 
the world! Thanks also to those who sent special 
offerings to help cover the cost of securing the 
container from customs.
