  We are trusting God to provide funds to print a total of 
175,000 children’s VBS leaflet sets by April 1, 2021. This 
will provide for five thousand children in these languages: 
Tagalog  (Philippines), Burmese and Akha (Myanmar), 
Spanish, Romanian, Swahili (Kenya, Tanzania and Sudan) 
and English.
  Project costs for printing the materials in all seven 
languages ICP currently serves will be $125,000. We trust the 
Lord to supply those needs by March 31, 2021 so that printing 
may begin as soon as the first materials are translated.

Junior Leaflet

King Nebuchadnezzar was a powerful 

king who ruled in Babylon. His ambition 

was to dominate the whole world. In one of 

his military victories, he defeated Jerusalem 

and took the children of Israel captive. He 

took these Jewish people from Jerusalem to 

Babylon.
 The king ordered his chief official, 

Ashpenaz, to choose some servants from 

among the Jewish captives who would 

live in the king’s palace. The king wanted 

young men that were of the royal family and 

nobility of Israel. They must be young men 

who possessed certain qualities: handsome, 

intelligent and strong. They were to be 

without defect—“in whom was no blemish” 

(Daniel 1:4). Ashpenaz would train them 

for special positions within the Babylonian 

empire and in the king’s palace. Daniel and 

his friends were chosen. They learned the 

subjects of mathematics, astronomy, natural 

history, agriculture, and architecture.

 The king provided the very best of food and 

drink for them—delicious, luxurious, rare 

foods that came from the king’s table. But 

there was a problem with the king’s food and 

drink—it had all been involved in worship 

ceremonies to heathen idols. Anyone who 

ate it would be honoring those idols. God 

had given the Jews strict laws about food. 

Pork and some other kinds of meat were not

to be eaten and, when cattle or sheep were 
killed, the blood was to be carefully drained 
from them. These rules were not followed in 
Babylon. Understanding these rules, Daniel 
felt that he would dishonor God and he would 
be defiled if he did not keep God’s laws.
 Daniel did not argue with the education, 
the training program, or his future in the 
king’s court. He did not even complain when 
Ashpenaz changed his name to Belteshazzar, 
after a Chaldean god. However, Daniel 
made up his mind that he would not defile 
himself with the king’s special food or with 
the wine that he drank. Those enticing foods 
and extravagant wines had been ritually 
dedicated to Babylon’s false gods. This was 
in violation of Daniel’s faith and his desire 
to be a loyal follower of God. Daniel, even at 
a young age, had a heart for God. He knew 
that eating the king’s food would be a form 
of idolatry that would not be pleasing to 
God. Daniel wanted to be loyal to the God of 
Israel. He also knew that the food that God 
proscribed in His law was healthier than 
the food that the Babylonians ate. Daniel 
believed that God created healthy food to eat 
because He wanted the best for His people—
and if Daniel and his friends ate the proper 
food, they would be healthy.
 Daniel asked permission from the 
commander of the officials to eat different 
food than the king’s food—healthy food that 
was pleasing to God. He was very respectful 

but unafraid to stand up for his belief in his 
God. That’s called loyalty. The king’s servant 
was afraid to disobey the king. He worried 
that if he gave Daniel and his friends some 
other kind of food they would not be as strong 
and handsome as the rest of the students and 
the king would be angry. Daniel suggested 
a ten-day test. The Hebrew boys would 
eat vegetables and drink water instead of 
sharing the king’s food and wine. The king’s 
servant agreed to try it. If the boys became 
weaker in ten days, then he would insist 
that they eat what the king ordered.
 The food test proved that the Hebrew 
diet was best. Daniel and his friends were 
stronger than all the other young men who 
ate the king’s food. King Nebuchadnezzar 
was pleased with Daniel and his friends. 
The king found them to be ten times better 
than all the others. God blessed Daniel and 
his friends by making them healthier, and 
God also blessed them for their loyalty. 
He wanted these Hebrew boys to be His 
witnesses in Babylon. Daniel won his first 
battle!

  “They are delighted to have ICP books in Swahili language,” Moses wrote of the Sunday school children 
and young people in Kenya.   Moses is lead translator for ICP in Kenya. He reports recent distribution of 

six hundred pupil lesson 
sets and three hundred 
teacher guides. 
  Moses has translated 
more than twenty-five 
books. This means that 
over 75,000 children in 
Swahili language have 
Sunday school. These 
children live throughout 
the churches of Kenya, 
South Sudan and 
Uganda. The books are 
made available through 
missionaries who 
distribute to any pastor 
who asks for them. 
  Moses is working 
currently on the 
translation of “Lord of 
Kings” Vacation Bible 
School for use in 2021.
